· Adoption of policies and procedures on issues such as the decision-making/voting process; newsletter and website submissions; non-member participation and incentives to be a dues-paying member; the acceptance and granting of donations; the process of dues-paying and relationship to NPCA; and archiving and record-keeping

· Discussion of tasks necessary to the success of WSPCA (planning, liaison, keeping records, writing minutes, etc.) and delegation to leadership positions (i.e. creation of job descriptions)

· Creation of a calendar of events

· Drafting of annual budget
